August GAJSC Safety Topic 
Each month the General Aviation Joint Steering Committee (GAJSC) Loss of Control (LOC) Work Group selects a safety topic.  For the month of August 2020, it is “Weather Information”. The FAASTeam is on the committee and fully supports every safety initiative.   We need your help in spreading this message:
FAA, GAJSC, and Industry agree that timely and accurate weather information is essential to aviation safety, particularly when weather is hazardous to flight.  There are numerous sources of audio, text, and graphical weather available to general aviation pilots.  Pilots should be aware of resource availability and they should be proficient in making weather informed in-flight decisions.

Weather Information

· Weather information gathering, analysis, and decision making begin with the preflight and continue throughout the flight. 
· In-flight weather information is available through communication radios, on-board weather detection equipment, data linked text and graphics, and various subscription services.

· Pilots should:  
· Understand how to obtain and interpret weather information in flight.
· Continuously monitor enroute weather and compare that weather with 
forecasts obtained before flight.

· Make sound weather decisions based on all available information.

· Be prepared to alter routes or cancel flights to avoid flying in hazardous weather conditions.
